Victories in Ukrainian New Testament Trial Edition
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At the end of April the Russian Bible Society sent $6,150.00 to
continue our support of the translators and controllers of the
new Received Text New Testament translation into Ukrainian.
This will be for the months of May, June, and July 2016.

Several changes have taken place in the lives of the team.
Dr. Anya was married and is able to continue with her new
husband’s support of her translation work. Brother Sasha
was finally released from a previous full-time job to now de-
vote his full-time energies in translating and controlling the
new translation.

Brother Popchenko has had open doors to present the need
for translators. Remember, the greatest gift that can be given
to any people is an accurate translation of God’s inspired and
inerrant Word into their language. He reports in his March
2016 prayer letter: “| was unexpectedly given an opportunity
to teach a combined class on the benefits of knowing lan-
guages for Bible study. | used the time to challenge the boys
to study Biblical and foreign languages, sharing with them the
need for more translators for the Ukrainian Old Testament. As
a result of that challenge, at least one young man began to
study English.

“A month ago, | was asked again to speak to the group on the
subject of Bible translation. This time | related the incredible
story of a Bible translator whose vision to make the Scrip-
tures available to all Bibleless peoples in their mother tongue
changed the modern approach to missions. Most of the youth
listened attentively with one young man in particular having
his eyes fixed on me the entire hour | spoke. The principal of
the school now wants me to speak to the young men on this
subject every session for which | praise the Lord. Please pray
that the Holy Spirit will set the students’ hearts on fire and call
some to full-time Bible translation.”

Yura requests prayer for himself and his family: “Also, pray
for me. | am in the midst of many important decisions for our
family and consequently under a lot of pressure not to mention
the fact that | have a bunch of health issues. The major one is
digestive. | am having bad heartburn and developed allergies
to almost every medication including the one for heartburn.
However, | seem to finally have found a knowledgeable doctor
who found the cause of my condition and prescribed the right
procedure. | did it twice already and | am already feeling bet-
ter (less allergies). | am supposed to do it five times in a row
and then every six month all the time. Next week, | will go see
my gastroenterologist for her to evaluate my gall test results

and adjust my treatment.”

Due to the battles with health, the team will not have the sec-
ond edition of the trial edition ready by the end of May 2016.
The prayer of the apostle John is germane to the situation:
“Beloved, | wish above all things that thou mayest prosper
and be in health, even as thy soul prospereth” (3 John 2).

Pray for the other Baptist pastors who serve as proofreaders
and consultants in this ongoing project. Finally, pray for the
precious Ukrainians who will receive the Word of God through
all the labors of the translation team.

Victories in Student Ministry in the Republic of Georgia

The following report was received from Miranda Satseradze on April 21st (slightly edited):

Greetings.

You haven’t heard from me for a long time now and | would
like to tell you little bit about myself and update you with news
of my ministry.

As | told you before, | live in Batumi city, far away from my
family. It has been now more than 5 years since I'm renting
an apartment in Batumi and living here alone. Last year | met
one girl, her name is Eluka, whose family lost everything they
had and were left on the street. Her family members left to
Turkey in order to find work and the girl was left here alone,
had to leave Batumi were she studied at university and move
to the village where her relatives live. It was too hard and even
impossible for her to go to university from the village every
day and that meant for her that she had to leave university
before graduating. God put on my heart to help Eluka and
share with her the apartment that God had blessed me with.
It's about three months now she is living with me and it's a
good opportunity for me to witness to her about God and His
great love to us.

Unfortunately, last month | had unforeseen problems with ac-
commodation. Unpredictably | had to leave the apartment |
was living in before the end of the agreement and | had to find
a new one in 2 weeks. I’'m thankful to God that He gave me
peace in my heart and gave me opportunity to find a new one.
Batumi is a recreation zone where lots of tourists are coming
during summer and since summer is coming the prices get
higher. In my case now | have to pay $50 more than | used to
pay by the previous agreement.

Now | would like to tell about our organizational development.
We have some updates in this area. From April this year we
will have the official status, which means for us lots of benefits
but also carries some disadvantages. One of the disadvan-
tages is that we would have to pay taxes to the government.
This means that employees expenses will rise and consid-
ering myself in the terms of helping another person, having
raised rental fee now and plus this new expense now. | would
like you to pray about me that challenges like this and nothing
else disturbs me from doing God’s work, where | saw my call-
ing from my childhood and remain faithful to it.

In the past semester we had our usual Bible study groups,
leaders’ meetings for their growth. We had tremendous growth
with them -— now with their initiative we are planning to have
evangelizational project for 25 people. We already have start-
ed the preparation process. Leaders created program them-
selves and had invited new students. Please pray for this new
project, and for those students that will attend. May God open
and prepare their hearts to know and receive Jesus. This new
evangelizational project has expenses of Transportation cost
100 GEL, Catering 200 GEL, Accommodation 400 GEL, to-
tal is 700 GEL which equals approximately $300. If you have
desire to participate in this project, | will be excited to hear
about it!

Besides this project we already have started to plan the big-
gest evangelizational project for us “Come, See, Change” that
will be held in September. We already are inviting students
and please pray, that this project will also succeed ... | would
like to thank you that for so many years you are supporting
and encouraging me, I'm thankful to God for you!

By the time you receive this the Russian Bible Society will have sent the $300.00 needed for the first evangelistic conference

mentioned in Miranda’s letter.
